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Russian legislation corresponds to world standards [1-7]. However executive power does not want to carry out the accepted laws. Russian state policy in this sphere contradicts legislation - both in the region of family and in the region of education and rehabilitation of children with problems .
Until now the state policy in the attitude of people with the expressed anomalies of development is built on the priority of segregation - their withdrawal from the society and the content in closed organisations.
Invalid children in the family
National and world experience with the entire obviousness showed that rehabilitation and guarantees of worthy future are immeasurably higher for child who remained to live in own family than for child living in boarding school. Therefore it is necessary to make all possible for such child remains in the family. World experience testifies that only parents possess the force which is capable of properly changing the life of their children.
However to the child with problems of the development which lives in the family the society pay out only small social pension. But there are neither kindergartens nor schools for them. One must take into account that the mother having this child, as a rule, cannot work. Frequently similar families have not father who leaves  family in difficult  moment. As a result the family often actually remains without the breadwinner, his absence cannot be compensated by scanty social pension.
The state proposes only the medical services for this child in the psychiatric hospital or in dispensary.  But it is impossible  to solve the problems of this child only by medical way without the special pedagogical occupations.
Now it is hard to speak about professions for the people with the big disturbances in development as the next stage of the socialization. Their prospect to stay at home with the growing old parents. After death of parents they will live the same psychoneurological boarding school.
In a number of regions of Russia the poverty-stricken Russian families with invalid children can not use the medical aid because it is make on exclusively on the paid basis in spite of the requirements of legislation.
Thus the state "punish" the families with the development problem children by the complete absence of the system of support. This policy which is continued from the times of the USSR provokes the withdrawal of children from the family and their placement into boarding schools into unhuman conditions.
In violation of law [8]  the medical-social expertise (MSE) service does not compose the individual programs of the rehabilitation (IPRI) of invalid children in the majority of cases. This is confirmed by the conclusion of Attorney General: "legislation about the social protection of invalid children is carried out unsatisfactorily" [9]. Even the largest cities are not exceptions (10(. 

Unfortunately the social services in Russia in spite of the legislation (11(  avoid or categorically reject the professional, social, psychological rehabilitation of invalid children who need rehabilitative services. 

For instance, specialists of medical-social expertis (MSE) refuse to the parents of invalid children in the social and psychological rehabilitation on the basis of "gravity of the child problems".  They recommend to parents to place child into the medical hospital (which in the majority of the cases is ineffective and, moreover, disastrously for the child) or into the psychoneurological boarding school. These services (MSE) help only to children with the minimum problems. MSE use  the concepts  "not suitable to educate" and "not suitable to work" for such young people.
According to the data of statistical account the majority of the child- invalids of school age is not trained.

There are no educational infrastructure for the children with the serious problems of development in Russia [12]. In violation of article 18 of law "About the social protection of invalids in the Russian Federation" educational establishments everywhere reject the education of  the children with the serious problems of development. Even in Moscow the parents of such children obtained written answers from the department of education about the practical absence of such establishments in the Moscow [13]. 

The absence of educational structure fortifies itself by the regional (unlawful) documents, which contain the refusal to the children with the serious problems of development in their right of education [14].  
This practice is the reflection of persuasion (even at the official level) in spite of the contemporary concepts about abilitation of such children, that such children, first of all with psychoneurological and social problems are "not suitable to educate" and, therefore, they are not to be subject to educate [15].   

Invalid children in the psychoneurological boarding schools 

The system of state boarding schools in Russia has no admittance for supervision.  The life of the child with the serious problem of development in the boarding schools goes over the following ways.
Terrible outrage with the child and his rights occurs with the children are over 4 years old. Administration of school solve, who from the children "is suitable to education" but who is not. Healthier children transfer into the boarding schools with the prospect for further education. But less healthy children are transferred into the children's psychoneurological boarding schools where further education is absent.
The last type of boarding school at best resembles "storage". Here nobody occupies with the child, as the development and improvement of such child are considered impossible. The worse versions of boarding schools are not different from the concentration camps. Documentary film about some Moscow and Moscow region boarding schools, was shown in the Europe and produced strong impression. Some foreign observers visited several Russian boarding schools of such type and described their impression [16].
Actually the society crosses out the child living in the boarding school from the number of living people. If the child even survives under similar conditions, there are no chances to his improvement. The child is doomed to stay all his life "behind the high fence" on the maintenance of the state. But as a rule, the life under such conditions is short. Life there resembles the imprisonment. Children with the serious problems perish here sufficiently rapidly. 

In the Russian boarding schools exists the disseminated phenomenon.  Often in this schools the children are with a comparatively light degree of psycho-mental problems [17].  As a rule, this is caused by the incompetence of the specific professional category (first of all, children's psychiatrists and other specialists, who participate in the decision of the fate of this child and not familiar with the contemporary concepts about the rehabilitation of such children).  It is a result of widespread hyperdiagnostic actions of Russian specialists. 

The longer the child is in this boarding school, the more he lose the chance to abandon this system some day. The children got into the boarding school at the childhood suffer especially. It is known that after any isolation of children subsequently it is necessary to unavoidably expend enormous efforts to return them back into the society and to adapt them to normal life.
Unfortunately the invalid children in the boarding school  are in the miserable situation even if the financing of boarding school is sufficient and regular [18]. The administration of boarding school  does not carry out their responsibilities on the protection of the rights of invalid children.
Invalid children with the serious problems of the development do not obtain education as the overwhelming majority of boarding schools of "Mintruda" does not have status of educational establishments. This organisations have conditions and resources, which are provided by legislation. More than 40% of these children in the violation of law are recognized "not suitable to educate" [19]. Although the world experience recognizes that the condition of children even with the heaviest problems can substantially be improved in result of the in time initiated and qualified rehabilitative work.  Such children can successfully be trained.
There are no pedagogical personnel for these children. This is the violation of their right of training. Thus children undergo to psychological violence, the absence of care and careless handling, inhuman and degrading dignity treatment (the violation of  the "Conventions about the rights of child"). It was repeatedly indicated by Russian and International community for several years [20].
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
